When is 7 ½ more than 8? 
 

You may recall discussing this odd situation during your 

orientation to the rules of FSC.  The answer is that shot size  

7 ½  is larger than an 8.  You may also recall that FSC rules 

require that shot that is “larger” than 7 ½ cannot be fired on 

our property.  Any shell with a number lower than 71/2 has 

larger shot and is not allowed.   

If you want to fire shells that have larger than 71/2 shot, you 

are trying to shoot in the wrong place, and are invited to go 

elsewhere.  If you don’t know what “shot size” refers to, you 

need to sign up for one of the now frequently offered shotgun 

basics courses.  The alternative is to join another club where 

safety is not of paramount importance.
